
Ames Public Library Board of Trustees 
Meeting Minutes 

April 15, 2010  
 
 
The Ames Public Library (APL) Board of Trustees met in regular session on Thursday, April 15, 
2010, in the Dale H. Ross Board Room with Budd, Campbell, Luckett, Meier, Seagrave, and 
Stow in attendance. Warnick arrived late. Bradley and Schill were excused. Library Director 
Weeks and Assistant Director Carey were also present. 
 
Call to Order: Board President Seagrave called the meeting to order at 7:02 p.m.  
 
Adoption of Agenda: The agenda was approved by consent. Seagrave noted, however, that if 
the by-laws were amended as proposed by the committee, the presentation of the slate of 
officers would be postponed until the May meeting.  
 
Approval of Minutes: Moved by Stow, seconded by Meier, to approve the minutes of the 

meeting of March 18, 2010, as presented. 
 Vote on Motion: 5-0. Motion approved unanimously. 
 
Public Forum:  None. 
 
Consent Agenda: Budd moved and Stow seconded adoption of a resolution approving the 

consent agenda.

Vote on Motion: 5-0. Motion approved unanimously. 

 
Financial Reports:  Weeks stated that with 75% of the fiscal year elapsed, the library had 
spent just under 74% of its budget. He reminded the board that some of the June 30 paychecks 
and some internal service charges would not appear on the reports until the end of the year, 
when they would be accrued back into “month 13” of the fiscal year. He said that internal 
charges for data services appeared to be a bit high but they were adjusted downward in the fall 
so the remaining payments will be reduced. 
 
Luckett inquired about charges for longevity pay. Carey explained that all employees who have 
worked for the city for five years or more receive ten dollars per year of service twice a year, in 
recognition of their longevity. 
 
The third quarter financial reports were received as information. 
 
Communications: None 
 



Administrative Staff Report:  Library Director Weeks spoke about his meeting with the 
directors of the Ames Historical Society (AHS), who are very interested in assuming space in 
the older section of the library if the expansion project takes place. They are excited about the 
amount of room that would be available for exhibits and believe a museum/library combination 
would be an attractive feature of the community, but feel that acceptance by the community will 
be important. Many questions about which party would assume responsibility for various 
expenses would need to be resolved before the matter could go to a vote of the public. 
 
Trustee Warnick arrived at 7:16 p.m. 
 
President Seagrave said he felt that the Library Board should put a task group in place to work 
on this issue. He proposed that the task force consist of two representatives from the library, 
two from the Ames Historical Society, and two from the City of Ames, and that all of them should 
have the authority to speak on behalf of their respective organizations, so that conversations 
could be productive and issues could be resolved efficiently. He suggested that it might even be 
advantageous to involve a third-party facilitator. Seagrave asked the trustees to think about 
whom they would like appointed to such a task force and to consider what ought to be included 
in a task force description. 
 
Trustee Luckett stated that the board’s first job is political. Both allies and publicity are needed, 
and this would be a good time for people to start talking to their neighbors. Seagrave agreed 
that public education needed to be done because it is apparent that opinions are based on 
inaccurate or incomplete information. Campbell said he thought Seagrave’s idea was a good 
one; Stow added that he did not think it was too soon to start forming the task group.  
 
There was some discussion about the Historical Society – the status of the building it currently 
occupies, what kind of income it has, and who serves on its board of directors. Weeks remarked 
that the library would offer the AHS more space for displays or a mini-museum. It would also 
give it more visibility and allow it to attract school groups or others who come downtown. The 
AHS could also be an information and co-programming partner for the library. 
 
Weeks briefly summarized other portions of his written report and Carey noted that the City’s 
Public Relations Officer had told her that the APL staff was the most welcoming and the library 
was the most successful site in the city for the return of forms on Census Day.  
 
Friends of the Ames Public Library Report:  Weeks stated that the April meeting was very 
short. The focus was on the book sale, which brought in $10,300. 
 
Ames Public Library Foundation Report:  Stow said that Suzy Shierholz had provided some 
information about the Story County Community Foundation and the annual campaign mailing 
should be going out next week. He said there was also some discussion about the proposed 
Friends/Foundation merger.  
 
Policy Review: 
Board of Trustees Bylaws: Moved by Campbell, seconded by Meier, to adopt a resolution   

 approving revisions to the Board of Trustees Bylaws as presented/amended. 
 
Seagrave said that he, Luckett, and Warnick had met earlier in the month to work on some 
changes to the bylaws that were required following the November election, along with some 
other updates.  One significant change is the recommendation that the slate of officers be 
presented in May and installed at the end of the June meeting, so that they will be ready to 
assume duties in July, the same month new board members will take office. The language 



describing the duties of the Executive Committee was also changed so that action could be 
taken on emergency matters prior to a regularly scheduled meeting, if necessary. 
 
Budd suggested that approval of minutes should be included as an agenda item, since that 
action establishes the record of the meetings. There was also discussion about when the 
director’s evaluation should take place. In the past it was done in March because new trustees 
took office in April, but it could be done later, now that the term of office begins in July. 
Seagrave suggested that the policy for evaluation of the director be reviewed soon. 
 
Seagrave inquired how it was decided which policies would be addressed each month. Director 
Weeks said that he was trying to get a schedule in place to review each policy every third year, 
or as needed. He noted that in May another revision to the circulation policy would be on the 
agenda, instead of the History, Mission, and Authority sections. He said the Authority section 
would be revised once the Municipal Code was reprinted in July, and any alterations to the 
mission would most logically be done when the strategic plan is considered. The library’s 
current strategic plan will be concluding, so a new one may be considered around the time of 
the bond vote and be based on the outcome. 
 

Vote on Motion with the following amendments: to insert “Approval of Minutes” after 
“Adoption of the Agenda” in the order of business for regular meetings (item 7 under the 
section on Meetings); to change the discussion of the director’s evaluation to “no later than 
the May meeting” (item 3(b) under the section headed Library Board); and to correct 
punctuation and standardize capitalization, as needed: 6-0. Motion approved unanimously. 

 
Unfinished Business: None 
 
New Business: 
FY2009/10 Final Budget Amendments: Moved by Meier, seconded by Warnick, to adopt a 

resolution approving Final Revenue and Expense Budgets for the Operating Budget as 
presented/amended. 

 
Weeks stated that all state aid had been received by the library, the Central Regional Library 
program has ended, and Story County and City of Gilbert payments are known amounts. Fines 
and fees, as well as copy charges, are expected to be lower; therefore, the library expects a 
shortfall in revenues of $7349.  However, there appeared to be enough cost savings that Weeks 
found it was possible to restore payment of dues to ALA/ALTAFF for the trustees, include an 
electrical hook-up at Fareway for the bookmobile, and allocate some funds for improvements to 
the grassy areas outside the building. He stated that the total proposed final budget for FY 
09/10 was 3.98% higher than the total actual FY 08/09 budget. 
 
Warnick asked about the city’s standard raises for employees. It was explained the City Council 
usually approves a standard cost-of-living increase and a uniform range adjustment each year. 
This year the cost-of-living increase is two percent. The Council also authorized a one percent 
merit increase, to be pooled and shared by eligible employees; individual merit increases vary. 
 
Stow said he did not care to have an ALA membership, but since others had indicated that they 
would like one, the trustees were asked to let the administrative assistant know their preference. 

 
Vote on Motion as presented: 6-0. Motion approved unanimously. 

 
Presentation of Slate of Officers:  President Seagrave stated that the slate would be presented 

in May, as called for in the newly-adopted bylaws, and officers would be elected in June.  



 
Director’s Annual Evaluation:  Weeks requested that the meeting be closed during his 
evaluation, as per Chapter 21.5, Section I, of the Code of Iowa, which permits closure of a 
public meeting to discuss employment conditions, including performance.  
 

Stow moved and Budd seconded the motion to close the meeting in accordance with the 
state code during discussion of the director’s annual evaluation.  
Roll Call Vote: 6-0. Voting aye: Budd, Campbell, Luckett, Meier, Stow, and Warnick. Motion 
carried unanimously. The meeting closed at 8:15 p.m. and all staff and visitors left the room.  

 
Stow moved and Budd seconded the motion to re-open the meeting to the public.  
Roll call vote: 6-0. Voting aye: Budd, Campbell, Luckett, Meier, Stow, and Warnick. Motion 
carried unanimously.  
 

The meeting re-opened at 9:15 p.m. 
 

Stow moved and Budd seconded a resolution awarding Library Director Art Weeks a salary 
increase of four and one-half percent (to $109,200 per year) for the upcoming fiscal year 
plus one extra week of vacation (to four weeks) for the upcoming and future fiscal years. 
Vote on Motion: 6-0. Motion carried unanimously. 
 

Weeks thanked the Trustees for their kindness and said he hoped he could live up to the 
challenge of their expectations. 
 
Trustee Comments:  
 
Trustee Stow said that he had met with Carolyn Kelley of the Hodge Group, and had also 
received a call from the public opinion survey team, in conjunction with the Fundraising 
Feasibility Study. He enjoyed the conversations and encouraged the other board members to 
participate, if the opportunity came up. 
 
Budd commended the Friends of APL and all their volunteers for the highly successful April 
book sale.  
 
There were no other comments. 
 
Adjournment: The meeting adjourned at 9:20 p.m.

Ames Historical Society and the Ames Public Library 
May 1, 2010 
 
The Ames Historical Society (AHS) is enthusiastic about the possibility of occupying the historic portions of the current 
Ames Public Library (APL) building.  A resolution was passed at the April AHS board meeting expressing our intent to 
cooperate with the APL with the goal of AHS occupying this significant historic facility.  Several issues need to be 
discussed by the AHS and APL in order to develop a long term agreement that meets the needs of both parties.  Several 
issues have been identified by the AHS and AHS staff and are offered to begin the discussion about occupancy. 
 
Financial: 

• What happens to our equity in 416 Douglas Av.? 
• What is the expectation for fund raising in the future after occupancy (only endowment)? 
• How will a change in venue affect our building donors’ support?  Having sold them one vision – what will be 

necessary to change horses mid-stream?  
• Will we pay for utilities or will that be part of the current city contribution? 
• Will the city continue its yearly payment for maintaining city archives? 

 
Ownership: 

• Who will own the building? 
 
Operations: 

• Will there be a shared HVAC with the new library building? 
• If yes, how will cost of operation be shared? 
• Loading ramp – we will need access to a loading ramp to handle exhibition items, donations, etc.  A straight shot 

into our lower space would be ideal.  
• If there are meeting rooms and an auditorium in the new structure, will we pay any rent for their usage for AHS 

activities. 
• Parking – will there be free spaces for staff as at current building?   
• Can the city supply us with an estimate of what the total (all) utilities of this area are as currently configured? 

 
Relationship: 

• Escape clause: we would need (how many?) years to move out if the deal sours in the next few decades 
• If there are shared expenses, what happens when the city has a fiscal crisis and the library is forced to “cut back”?  

What control do we have to protect our interests? 
• Technology change; what if Library moves forward on something in a shared building and we cannot afford it 

(think wireless) 
• What is the expectation from the city for archiving city history (sq.ft.) 
• Will the library have the ability to re-occupy parts of the building ? 
• Will the library move out of parts of the old building as AHS develops the need for the space or will all the space 

be available on the first day of occupancy? 
• Would the city assist in applying for grants to renovate a "historic property?  
•  How would that ownership affect AHS ability to apply for grants?   

 
Capital: 

• What will be the condition of the building when we occupy it? 
• Who will pay for A/E services for renovation of building for our uses? 
• Who will pay for ADA design and construction? 
• Furnishings – if the library is getting all new furnishings, could we use the older shelving, and some furniture.  
• Accessibility – we need an entrance to our space separate from the APL.  However, for handicapped accessibility, 

could those patrons enter in the APL and use the elevator to reach our second floor.  Does every space used by staff 
only need to be accessible?  Is that building grandfathered in for accessibility – think the Iowa Room.  

• Freight elevator – if we prepare exhibitions downstairs, we’ll need an elevator to bring them upstairs to the display 
area. 



Administrative Report        May 20, 2010 
 

Friends Concludes Its Fiscal Year 
The Friends of the Ames Public Library concluded its fiscal year at its meeting this past Monday, 
closing the books on a year that saw revenues fall slightly short of expectations. It was the first 
year of an agreement to fully compensate the library for the use of library resources (staff 
assistance, space, and telephone). It was also a year in which merger discussions with the 
Foundation were established. 

The board approved the budget for next year, which includes its commitment to the collection 
development, programs, and projects of the library. This coming year, the Friends will fund 
collection development at $10,000; programs at $7,000, to be divided between Information and 
Youth services; general projects at $7,000, to be divided between Information and Youth 
services; and $5,000 dedicated to Project Smyles. 

The Friends also elected officers for the coming year. Joan Van Norman returns as President; 
Marsha Miller returns as Vice President; Fred Brown retains his seat as Treasurer; and Kirsti 
Minion replaces Greg Bruna as Secretary, as Greg’s term has expired. Michale Hansen has 
returned to the Friends Board and will serve as liaison to the Library Foundation. 
 

Friends/Foundation Merger Discussions Underway 
The merger meetings, consisting of representatives from the Friends and Foundation boards, 
have begun with discussions on how to best re-organize both organizations into a unified entity. 
The objective is to merge without giving up the objectives that each organization has achieved 
on behalf of the library. There are many items to address, so the Merger Committee will be 
meeting on each Thursday in May, except May 27. The committee members will bring 
recommendations to their respective boards. A full merger may be achieved by the end of this 
calendar year.

Policy 
 
Ames Public Library strives to provide all customers with fair and equal access to library 
materials. 
 
Library Materials and Services 
 
All customers may have access to library materials while in the building or on the 
bookmobile.  
 
Some library services require having a valid library account. To be eligible to check out 
library materials, customers must have a library account in good standing. 
 
Library Accounts 
 
Account Application and Activity: 
 
Residents of the state of Iowa are eligible to register for a library account.  Residents of 
cities not in compliance with Iowa’s Open Access agreement are excepted. 
 
• To open an account, customers must present a completed registration form, photo ID 

(required for 12 years and older), and proof of current address.   
o A photo ID may include a valid driver’s license, state issued ID, school ID, or 

passport.  
o Proof of current address may include a valid driver’s license, recent utility bill, 

lease, car registration, or a piece of mail received at the current address within 
the last 30 days. 

• Library accounts are active for a period of one (1) year and must be renewed 
annually by verifying/updating account information and paying all fines/fees on the 
account. 

• A photo ID is required to replace a lost or stolen library card or to retrieve a lost and 
found card. 

• Library accounts can be closed only when all materials have been returned and all 
fines/fees have been paid. The Individual Account holder or adult responsible for a 
Family Account must request closure in person, by telephone (providing card number 
and proper ID), or by a written/signed request. 

 
Account Types: 
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Ames Public Library offers two types of accounts: Individual Account and Family 
Account. Customers may have only one Individual Account and/or be the responsible 
adult on one Family Account. 
 
• Individual Account 

o An Individual Account may only be used by the person opening the account.  
o Any information about the Individual Account may only be given to the person 

whose name is on that account. 
o Children must be at least 5 years of age to apply for an Individual Account. 
 

• Family Account 
o A Family Account may be opened by an adult (18 years or older) who agrees to 

take responsibility for the account. 
o The responsible adult will add the name or names of anyone he/she wishes to 

share the account.  
o Family Account customers share account privileges with other family members 

and any member can exercise those privileges independently. 
o Information about a Family Account may be given to any person whose name 

appears on the Family Account. 
 
Customer Responsibilities 
 
• Customers are expected to comply with the library’s policies and procedures. 
• Customers are expected to comply with copyright laws, and the library assumes no 

responsibility for customer infractions of copyright laws while using library materials. 
• Customers are expected to use their own library cards when checking out materials 

or conducting other library transactions. 
• Customers with valid library accounts may request that circulating items be held for 

them; requests will be added to queue lists in the order they are received. 
• Customers must notify the library of changes in account information (name, address, 

telephone numbers, etc.). 
• Customers must notify the library immediately when a library card is lost or stolen; 

customers are responsible for all account activity until the library is notified about a 
lost/stolen card. 

• Customers must not tamper with or alter library materials in any way.  
• Customers must return library materials, including all parts and packaging, in good 

condition. (City of Ames Municipal Code, Sec. 15.12 Library Regulations) 
• Individual Account holders and adults representing Family Accounts are responsible 

for managing their own accounts and for paying any fines/fees accrued on their 
accounts. 

 
Fines and Fees 
 
Some materials are designated by the library as non-circulating. Other library materials 
have pre-determined check out and renewal periods. 
 
The library charges fines and fees to encourage compliance with procedures which 
promote fair and equal access to limited resources for all customers. Customers may be 
notified of overdue materials, outstanding fines/fees, or problems with their account by 
telephone, email notices, printed notices, and/or other means. 
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• The library charges a daily fine for overdue items for each day the library is open.  
• The library charges a replacement fee for lost or stolen library cards. 
• The library charges for lost or damaged library materials. 
• Customer borrowing privileges are suspended when fine/fee limits are surpassed. 
• More extensive measures may be taken for excessively delinquent accounts. A 

collection agency may be utilized to facilitate the overdue process. 
• A list of fines and fees is available as an addendum to this policy. 
• The library may offer programs that allow for options to payment of fines (such as a

In Iowa, a 60% 
majority is required for a successful outcome. 

• Private fund-raising within the greater Ames community. 
• Grants from likely government and private foundation sources. 
 
We seek an authoritative study, based on a proven methodology for fund-raising assessments that will provide 
a recommendation that specifies the potential outcome of a bond referendum and any private fund-raising 
potential. The report may specify how these two sources are dependent upon one another.
