Pedigree – The family tree of a purebred animal. 

Animal Shelter – An organization that cares for homeless pets.  

Veterinarian – A doctor trained to take care of animals. 

Schedule – A plan telling when things will happen. 

Life span – The number of years a certain kind of plant or animals usually lives. 

Neuter - A medical procedure on a male animal so it is unable to produce young. 

Spay - A medical procedure on a female animal so it is unable to produce young.
